Reflections from Fathers Desk...
No Glory without the Cross: On the second Sunday of Lent, the readings
remind us that to become a blessing, we must be willing to embark on a
journey of sacrifice and surrender. Abraham left his comfort zone to
become a blessing to others. 
In the transfiguration of Jesus, Peter, James and John are given a glimpse
of His divine glory. But what strikes me is Peter’s response: ‘Lord, it is
good that we are here.’ How often do we, like Peter, want to stay in
moments of glory and joy? But Jesus doesn’t let them stay – He sends
them back down the mountain to continue their journey. 
May we, too, be willing to come down from our mountaintop experience
and continue on our journey, following Jesus. He faced temptation and
accepted suffering on the mountain of Calvary before entering into
eternal glory. We cannot avoid the cross and expect to meet the risen
Lord. 
There is no Mount Tabor, the mountain of glory, without the mountain of
temptation. There is no mountain of glory without climbing the mountain of
Calvary. We must be willing to pay the price, to embrace the mountain of
suffering, and to become a blessing to others.

Each step forward is a dance with progress; relish the rhythm of
growth.
