Encountering Jesus Changes Everything: 

In the first reading, Peter proclaims that Jesus is the Messiah. The second
reading reminds us that we have been ransomed by the precious blood of
Christ. In the Gospel, the disciples on the road to Emmaus encounter
Jesus, and their hearts burn within them as they recognize the Risen Lord.

Encountering the Risen Lord is a game-changer in our lives! Just like the
disciples, when we meet Jesus, we are transformed. Consider the
Samaritan woman–once shunned; now proclaiming the Messiah to her
community. Or Peter–transformed from timid to courageous, declaring
Jesus as the Christ. the apostles, once fearful, became fearless witnesses
after meeting the risen Lord. This transformation happened only through a
personal encounter with Him.
